	Dickinson opens the poem by saying “I’m Nobody, Who are you?”.
	The author capitalizes the letter N in Nobody to show that her identity is tied to her anonymity. She uses Nobody in place of her actual name in order to show the reader the importance of her privacy and boundaries.
	In highlighting this shift in identity from name to metaphor, she’s comparing herself to the idea of nothingness or Nobody. Nobody implies that there is no information available about her, feeding into the idea that her boundaries are set in stone and cannot be shifted.

	 In stanza two, line six Dickinson says, “How public – like a Frog-“. 






	The author draws attention to the word “Frog” by capitalizing it in the stanza. She does this to show that she’s like a frog and wants to be treated the same way. 
	
	The author uses the word “public” to show the reader what Dickinson doesn’t want; attention. She doesn’t want anyone to know her and she wants to remain unknown so no one has the ability to disrespect her boundaries. 






	Authors often compare themselves to animals in order to show that they have the same goals. In this case Dickinson says she’s like a frog because she wants the same privacy a frog has when it lives alone in its bog.

	As she compares the public to frogs she is maintaining that she wants to be unknown and not like the “Somebody’s” of the town. In establishing what she wants she’s showing the reader that she has her own boundaries and expectations for herself. 





	Imagery


	“To an admiring Bog!”


	The author uses this image of an admiring bog to describe the townspeople who live around them and are consistently involving themselves in the town gossip. The use of the word “admiring” creates an image of an audience, a group of people engrossed in watching everything the author says and does.
	The use of this image of an audience helps drive home the author’s desire for privacy. She describes earlier how daunting it would be to live every day for other’s entertainment. This image helps wrap up her frustrations and clearly shows that she believes the town will always view her as a figure to entertain them rather than the person she wishes to be.

	Restate your Argument/Claim:
Dickinson crafts a theme of respecting boundaries within her poem “I’m Nobody! Who Are You?”

The Evidence in your own words:
Her use of imagery, simile, and metaphor help create a clear world for the reader to immerse themselves in. It’s a world that mirrors the small town Dickinson grew up in and shows the reader the difficult circumstances that she faced as she tried to make her way in life.
