	Juror 8 cares a lot about justice and the law. He wants the defendant to have a fair chance and does not want to wrongfully convict someone based off of his own emotions. The phrase, “owe” demonstrates that he knows no matter who the defendant is, he deserves a fair trial and deliberations. He feels that trial was not fair itself and knows his job as a jury member is to deliberate fairly.
