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Determining Point of View
Directions: Use the graphic organizer to gather quotes that help determine Moon Shadow’s point of view of different topics. Remember there are three ways that an author can show a character’s point of view:
1. The author can state the point of view directly. Ex. The earthquake was the most terrifying experience of my life.
2. You can infer it from the character’s actions. Ex. As the floor shook beneath me, I held onto my family for dear life. This shows the character was scared by the earthquake.
3. You can infer it from the character’s words. Sometimes an author won’t tell the character’s point of view, but the reader can figure it our from the words they use to describe something. Ex. Every house in our neighborhood had crumbled to the ground, leaving mounds of brick, stone, wood, and glass littered across the street. This shows the character saw the earthquake as devastating and destructive.
